2 Separate Profile Pages:

The most important section of this part is the political views portion.  This is where you put each of their views (economy, who should lead our country, strong federal government, more local government, want trading, for farming, etc.).  This is the information that came from 11.4/11.5 and the Jefferson/Hamilton articles.
1 Wall (Comments/Posts/Arguments Page):

The comments/posts are basically an online discussion between two people.  In this case we are going to have Jefferson argue with Hamilton on which direction the country should go now that George Washington was unanimously selected as the first President of the United States.  You will use:

2. History.com/Bio.com articles on Jefferson and Hamilton
3. 11.4 & 11.5 workbook pages (pages 105-106)
Chapter 11 Vocabulary:  You and your partner will be responsible to including ALL of this chapter’s vocabulary. Whiskey Rebellion, Washington's Farewell Address, loose construction, strict construction, sedition, nullify, and states' rights theory. These words must be used correctly.
